Instructions

1. Objective: Students think of concrete examples of how fellowcitizen Christians can demonstrate the positive
traits of Christians in Titus 3:1-2.

2. Print copies of Page 2 for each student, and hand them out.
3. Read Page 2 together, then give students 5-10 minutes to write their notes of recommendation.

4. Discuss together as a class—ask all students to read their notes of recommendation!

Key Concept

This is a way for students to brainstorm of real-life ways that Christians can live holy lives and be known both in
their Christian circles and their communities as exemplary citizens of heaven and subjects on earth.

Note of Recommendation (15-20 minutes)

Put them in mind to be subject to principalities and powers, to obey magistrates, to be ready to every good work,
to speak evil of no man, to be no brawlers, but gentle, shewing all meekness unto all men (Titus 3:1-2).

You’ve been asked to write a brief note of recommendation for a friend of yours who wants to serve in a
Christian ministry. You have such a friend who is an excellent example of the characteristics of an ideal Christian in
that Titus 3 passage above.

With that in mind, write a brief note recommending your friend as a worthy candidate for this Christian ministry by
describing him/her as someone who has THREE characteristics of Christians that the Titus 3 passage
describes. DON’T just list off three qualities listed in those verses; make them personal by telling how your friend
meets these qualifications—in other words, give clear, specific examples of how your friend’s daily life shows these
Titus 3:1-2 traits!
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
